A meeting with the executive and all skips following play at 7:10 P.M. on October 20th in the Lounge. Please have someone attend from your team, if your skip cannot be there.
We will be having a hot shots event in December followed by our Christmas party.  

New items:

· Practice before games is being limited to 4 rocks thrown (2 there and 2 back.).  No limit on practice sliding (without a rock).  

· If you are running out of time at the end of a game and do not have enough time for a full end.  You are allowed to have an 8 rock end, instead of 16.  Each player would throw 1 rock instead of 2.
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Rules Reminder:
· The Four Rock Free Guard Zone rule is in effect.

· Spares must play Lead.  If you have 2 Spares, they must play Lead and Second, unless other arrangements are agreed to by both skips.

· Games start at 5 P.M. sharp and finish by 7 P.M.  Be on the ice promptly at 5 to allow games to end on time!  Players should be in the hack ready to throw when it is their turn.

· A team arriving late gives a point to the other team for each 10 minutes it is late and loss of the hammer.  The game is forfeited after 30 minutes and a win is awarded to the other team.

· Game Results must be recorded immediately following each game on the score sheet posted on the bulletin board.  Both wins and loses.

· The curling draw is posted on the bulletin board at the Club and on our website.  

· The RULES for our League state that each team have at least one person of the opposite sex playing on its team each game.  Our Rules do allow a team to still play if it’s opposite sex member is absent, but this will count as a loss for that team.
· If both teams playing have 3 players you are allowed to play with 12 rocks, 2 rocks each.
